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News from the Fountain of Life

Dear Friends,

Kindness: it's a difficult word to define but we all know when we are its recipients.
During Sybil’s last days in hospital she was the receiver of great kindness lavished
upon her by the hospital staff: we cannot speak too highly of the care she received on
West Raynham Ward at Queen Elizabeth Hospital. We too have been the grateful
recipients of much kindness from our family and friends — in words, understanding
and practical ways.

It’s got us thinking about the simplicity of being kind to one another. We are a very
active church — full of ministries, service, activity, busyness, plans, commitment,
pressure — but if we have not love, we are empty and gain nothing. ‘Kind’ is the
second word Paul uses in 1 Corinthians 13 to describe the character of love: ‘Love is
patient, love is kind’ Patience is the passive side of love — choosing to forbear with
one another, being long-suffering, putting up with. Kindness is the active expression of
love, the ability to show mercy and grace filled with practical kindness.

Jesus and His life on earth is described as being the kindness of God appearing. When
Paul describes us as being raised up and seated in heavenly realms in Christ Jesus it is
in order that the kindness of God might be expressed and made known. He does not
say we're seated in heavenly realms in order to engage in power evangelism,
extraordinary works of the Holy Spirit, heal the sick, drive out unclean spirits and all
the other activities of the Kingdom we might
imagine. He simply says we’re positioned in
heavenly places so that we may express the
kindness of God to one another.

Pursue the way of love
and be kind to one anoth-
er. It has the power to
change the world.

We are empowered to be kind to one another
by the Holy Spirit but we also have to choose to
adopt that lifestyle. We are told to clothe
ourselves in kindness, walk in kindness, keep in step with kindness, continue in
kindness, run after kindness. It is a choice that has the capacity to change lives for we
are told that the kindness of God leads to repentance. Simply by being kind to one
another we grow the kingdom. It’s a liberating thought because we can all choose to
be kind. It’s a powerful action especially when we are kind to those who choose to be
unkind or hostile towards us.

Pursue the way of love and be kind to one another. It has the power to change the
world — or at least to change a life. Kindness is not simply about being ‘nice’ kindness
also holds people to account for their actions. So, let’s charge one another with the
call to be kind in word and action.

Thank you for all your amazing kindness to us and may we always be known as the
church family where people are kind to one another.

Each April, more people are moved onto Universal Credit which brings six
different benefits all into one integrated monthly payment, including Housing
Benefit which the claimant then pays directly to their landlord. The Joseph Rowntree Foundation does a lot of
work analysing UK poverty and has some interesting comments to make on Universal Credit. One of their
recommendations is particularly relevant for Acts 435, namely to: "Reduce the five-week minimum wait to
receive Universal Credit, which puts people at risk of debt, destitution and eviction. As UC wraps multiple
benefits into one payment, people are left with few other sources of income to fall back on while they wait.

The effect of a 6+ week waiting period for a first Universal Credit payment can be serious, leading to foodbank
referrals, debt, mental health issues, rent arrears and eviction. These effects can last even after people receive
their UC payments, as bills and debts pile up.

Some people can manage - perhaps when they suddenly lose a job or become ill - by relying on savings for a
few weeks. Others, however, especially those already on tight budgets, are left with absolutely no income to
live on whilst awaiting their benefits.

Acts 435's aim of fast, financial help to people in need is never more important than in situations like these. It is
amazing to see that the oldest request on the website is just 12 days old! By meeting these needs within 2
weeks, Acts 435 are making a significant difference in individual lives. Here are some examples of previous
requests for people experiencing issues with their benefits, left with little or no income to live on, who needed
our help:

"This lady suffers from arthritis and is unable to work anymore. The Job Centre system has wrongly
categorised her as able to work. She has appealed but this takes weeks. In the meantime, most of
her allowances have been stopped. She is down from £500 p.w. when she was working to £73 and
she relying on Foodbank to feed herself. She has no money for her fuel meters and is at her wits
end. Your contribution would be one less major thing to worry about.”

"A'is now in suitable accommodation after a long stint of street homelessness. His PIP (Personal Independence
Payment) application is under way but he still has no money until this is processed. He desperately needs a
small amount of money to top up his utilities key so he can access electricity and gas - would you be able to
give a little please."

“This lady's benefits have been stopped while they are reassessed. She has been workin%l to a plan
to pay off her rent arrears but this has left her unable to make the payments. She is very
concerned that the housing association will begin eviction proceedings. She has no money so we'd
like to give something towards her rent and electricity until the situation gets resolved."

"W was in paid employment until made redundant on Christmas Eve 2016. Since then he has received welfare
benefits until he missed an appointment at the Jobcentre as he had been burgled and was dealing with the
police at the time. The Jobcentre did not consider this acceptable and sanctioned him. W is receiving help from
a local Foodbank but needs to make token payments to his landlord"
